What is a DD Council? 

Councils on Developmental Disabilities 

were created by the Developmental 

Disabilities Act (DD Act) in 1970. Councils 

are located in every State and Territory 

and represent a Federal-State partnership 

in developing futures for and with people 

with developmental disabilities and their 

families.  

 

Council Membership 

The council consists of  at least 21 members 

appointed by the Governor. 60% of members 

are persons with disabilities or their family 

members. Membership also includes 

representatives from major state agencies 

and associated organizations that provide 

support to citizens with disabilities. 

Members are appointed for three-year terms 

and can serve a maximum of two consecutive 

terms. 

The Council’s Vision 

The council believes that citizens of all 

abilities are fully able to participate and 

contribute meaningfully to our society 

when given the right support services, 

opportunities to grow, and an accepting 

community. 



 

What does the NH DD 
Council do? 

 

The Council is charged by Federal law to 

identify the most pressing needs of people 

with developmental disabilities in NH and 

to develop innovative and cost effective 

ways to meet those needs in a manner that 

upholds the human and civil rights of  all 

citizens. The Council works to promote 

independence, productivity, and systems 

change that will eliminate obvious 

inequities in areas such as employment, 

education, and access to healthcare. The 

Council works to create a community where 

people with developmental disabilities are 

naturally included and where they can enjoy 

the same civil liberties and quality of life as 

everyone else.
